4 - 'Listen to him' — resolve to live what you have heard: Voice your thoughts and
conclusions to the Lord. Ask him for the grace to live out whatever resolutions you have
made. Allow Jesus to accompany you ‘down the mountain,’ as you reenter the business of life.
